Preface

The PColP host software for Windows is a collection of drivers and applications that let
Windows operating systems (OS) interact with Teradici Teralx00 and Tera2xxx PColP host
processors installed in the host PC/workstation and a PColP client connected to the host. This
document provides a brief summary of the feature additions and issues resolved in each
PColP host software release for Windows starting with release 1.0.0.

Section 2 contains a compatibility matrix showing the firmware releases and host operating
systems with which each host software release is compatible. The following sections in this
document are organized according to release date, with the most recent releases listed first.

Audience

The document is written for network administrators and PC users who want to learn about the
features and issues within a release of the PColP host software.

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2 Compatibility

PColP host software releases are not compatible with all Teradici firmware releases and host
operating systems. Table 2-1 lists each host software release and the compatible firmware
releases and operating systems.

The compatible firmware release column lists the version(s) with which the host software
operates. To use all host software features, load the host and zero client devices with the
recommended firmware release. All host software features might not be supported by
compatible firmware releases that are not recommended firmware releases. For example,
support for the session disconnect feature was added to host software release 1.4.3. This
feature required firmware changes that are included in firmware release 2.3. The session
disconnect feature is not accessible on systems using host software release 1.4.3 and firmware
releases 2.0, 2.1 or 2.2.

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3 Host Software Release 4.0.10

This section provides a brief summary of the feature additions and issues resolved in release
4.0.10 versus release 4.0.8.

3.1 Compatibility
Release 4.0.10 is compatible with TERA1x00 and TERA2xxx processors loaded with 4.0.x
firmware releases.

Release 4.0.10 is not compatible with TERA1x00 and TERA2xxx processors loaded with
firmware releases prior to 4.0.0. Users may not be able to access the features supported by the
PColP host software if a host card is loaded with a firmware release prior to 4.0.0.

3.2 Feature Additions

Description

Added support for running the host software on Windows 8 workstations.

Modified the host software installer. The new installer no longer overwrites the host software
configuration settings used when the login screen is active (prior to a user logging in). This change
allows users to modify these settings once. The installer included with earlier releases always
overwrote these settings.

Removed the Write these settings to the client button on the Monitor tab of the host software Ul.
This change was implemented to ensure client topology settings are compatible with the client.

3.3 Important Bug Fixes

Description

Fixed problem where the host software may crash if the local cursor is visible and the host cursor
shape cannot be displayed by the client. When the local cursor is visible and the cursor shape cannot
be displayed, the client now displays an arrow with an ‘L’ character inside it.

Description

On Windows 8 workstations the Use these settings for the login screen button is grayed out on the
Features tab of the host software Ul. This prevents users from modifying the configuration settings
used by the host software when the login screen is active. A future release of the host software will fix
this problem.

Workaround: Install the host software on a Windows 8 workstation and modify the configuration
settings stored in the registry using the regedit utility. The settings are stored in registry key
HKEY_USERS\.DEFAULT\Software\Teradici Corporation\PColP Agent\Settings.

6 Host Software Release 3.5.20

This section provides a brief summary of the feature additions and issues resolved in release
3.5.20 versus release 3.3.20.

6.1 Compatibility

Release 3.5.20 is compatible with TERA1x00 processors loaded with 3.5.x, 3.4.x, 3.3.x, 3.2.x
and 3.1.x firmware releases. It is not compatible with TERA1x00 processors loaded with
releases prior to 3.1.0 (3.0, all 2.x, 1.x and 0.x releases). If a TERA1x00 host card is loaded
with a release prior to 3.1.0 and the host PC has installed the PColP host software, users
cannot access the features supported by the PColP host software. There are no negative side
effects that interfere with the operation of the host PC.

6.2 Feature Additions

Description

Added support for sending all non-animated host cursor shapes to the client. Users had to select the
local cursor shape from a list of nine predefined shapes in previous releases of the host SW. In this
release, the client cursor shape matches the host cursor shape. Users can now select if the local,
remote, or local and remote cursors are visible. See section 6.5.1.

Note: When the Visible Cursor option equals Local and an application specific cursor is active, two
copies of the cursor appear. Microsoft Paint is an application that displays application specific cursors.

Note: When an animated cursor is active and the local cursor is visible, the client displays the first
frame of the animated cursor.

Added support for configuring the Image Quality Preference setting. The PColP protocol adjusts
image quality settings when the network connection between a PColP host and client is constrained
and cannot provide enough bandwidth to support full frame rate video. The Image Quality
Preference setting lets users configure if they prefer smoother motion (higher frame rate) versus
sharper image (higher image quality). See section 6.5.2.

Note: The Image Quality Preference setting is only accessible on systems using FW release 3.5.0 or
later. The feature is grayed out on systems loaded with FW releases prior to 3.5.0.

Added support for updating the client cursor position when an application or a device connected to the
host moves the cursor. Previous releases of the host SW did not detect and send host cursor changes
to the client. See section 6.5.1.

Added support for using the VMware View iPad soft client.

Added support for writing workstation and PColP host card network settings to a file. This feature is
invoked by calling the pcoip_agent.exe executable with the "-info <filename>" command-line
arguments.

Compatibility

Release 3.2.20 is compatible with TERA1x00 processors loaded with 3.2.x and 3.1.x
firmware releases. It is not compatible with TERA1x00 processors loaded with releases prior
t0 3.1.0 (3.0, all 2.x, 1.x and 0.x releases). If a TERA1x00 host card is loaded with a release
prior to 3.1.0 and the host PC has installed the PColP host software, users cannot access the
features supported by the PColP host software.

The host OS performs keyboard repeat detection in previous host software releases. PColP sessions
operated over long latency connections are susceptible to falsely reported key repeats when the host
OS performs keyboard repeat detection. False keyboard repeats are eliminated when the client
performs keyboard repeat detection.

Added experimental support for enabling the local cursor feature on rotated displays.

Added support for a new Transparent local cursor shape. When the Transparent local cursor shape
is selected, the mouse responsiveness is quicker than it is when the local cursor feature is disabled.
When the local cursor feature is disabled, USB messages are exchanged in both directions (client to

host and host to client). The local cursor feature eliminates the messages flowing from the host to the
client. This makes it more efficient over WAN connections.

Previous releases of the host SW support the local cursor feature by having the client display an
overlay for the mouse position. However, some customers prefer a transparent local cursor for certain
applications that draw custom cursors.

Host software release 3.2.20 lets the user select a transparent local cursor overlay. This lets the user

get the benefit of one-way communication with only one cursor.

This section provides a brief summary of the feature additions and issues resolved in release
1.2.4 versus release 1.1.2.

Compatibility

Release 1.2.4 is compatible with TERA1x00 processors loaded with 2.x firmware releases. It
is not compatible with TERA1x00 processors loaded with releases prior to 2.0 (1.x and 0.x
releases). If a TERA1x00 host card is loaded with a non 2.x release and the host PC has
installed the PColP host software, users cannot access the features supported by the PColP
host software. There are no negative side effects that interfere with the operation of the host
PC.

Note: This release is compatible with 2.x firmware releases. Some features that were added to
this release require the PColP host to be loaded with firmware release 2.2 or later.

Feature Additions

Description

Enhanced the installer so that it removes the old version of PColP host software if one is installed.
Previous versions of the installer prompted the user to uninstall the old PColP host software using the
Windows Control Panel Add/Remove Programs feature.

Added support to hide the Windows standard arrow cursor. See section 11.5.1. When this feature is
enabled the standard Windows cursor is hidden.

Note: This feature does not hide other cursors such as the hourglass, resize, move, and so on. This
lets users receive feedback on context sensitive actions.

Enhanced the PColIP Agent Network tab to report link status of the PColP network interface and
removed the zero client network settings. See section 11.5.2.

Note: This feature is only available on PColP hosts loaded with firmware release 2.2 or later.

Added support to report the PColP host card session statistics on the new Session tab in the PColP
Agent. See section 11.5.3.
Note: This feature is only available on PColP hosts loaded with firmware release 2.2 or later.

Modified some tooltip debug messages to improve the end users ability to determine why certain
features of the PColP host software are not available.
